I met twice with Cambaodian Trade Minister Cham Prasidh, a first time in April 2012 and
more recently this last March, in the margins of the ASEAN-EU Ministerial in Hanoi. In
these meetings 1 strongly expressed EU concerns relating (o the situaiion of economic
land concessions, reminding the Minister of the impact that a withdrawal from the
Everything But Arms (EBA) regime would have for the Cambodian economy thereby

putting pressure on the government to continue its efforts in this respect.

Tate & Lyle Defends Sugar Plantation Deal

A UK. firm being sued by 200 Cambodian farmers over the loss of their land to two
sugar plantations has defended its business dealings, claiming that the affected
families were dealt with legally and were properly compensated for the loss of their
properties.

Local farmers and human rights groups accuse two sugar plantations—both majority
owned by Thailand’s Khon Kaen Sugar, a subsidiary of the KSL Group—of forcing
some 400 families in Koh Kong province off their farms or out of their homes since
2006, some of them viclently.

Two-hundred of the families filed a suit against Britain's Tate & Lyle company. which
buys sugar from the Cambodian plantations, at the High Court of Justice in London
last month, holding the UK. firm complicit in their evictions, and demanding millions
in damages.
